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Mainstreaming Equalities 

Information for Applicants
Please read this section before completing the Booking Form

This course is designed to support organisations to develop capacity on mainstreaming equality. Organisations undertaking the course will want to understand the commitment which is required in terms of course work, attendance and creating positive changes within their organisation.

Course participants need to have the authority to make positive changes and the ability to effectively share the knowledge they gain from participation. Participants should therefore ideally be at a senior level within the organisation. However, we recognise the difficulty of time management within organisations and so any person can attend on behalf of their organisation provided they have the delegated authority to take action to mainstream equality. 
The level of existing work on equalities within the organisation may be low, moderate or high – the aim is that participants will identify what reasonable, practical improvements could be made and that the organisation (and its members where appropriate) will benefit from these improvements.
It is suggested that two people from each organisation attend where possible, this provides more support within the organisation and minimises any disruption as a result of unavoidable absence. For all participants, we strongly recommend attendance at all five days. Although handouts and extensive online materials will be available, these do not replace the experience of participating in learning and sharing knowledge with others.

The training course has a strong focus on the organisation taking action itself. This means that participants will be required to do some work in between sessions as well as prior to the start of the course. This work will include sharing knowledge with others in the organisation and looking at the organisation’s policies, services and functions. 

Participants will also be asked to complete a pre-course questionnaire, short evaluation sheets for each module and a post-course evaluation. These exercises are required to record progress and assess quality of delivery.

This will include information on what work you have already done on equality, what outcomes you seek to gain from participation, how you will share your learning across the organisation, and how you will ensure that the work is sustainable. If your organisation or participants choose not to provide this information without a reasonable explanation, we reserve the right to cancel your booking.
